This course is intended for students who have an interest in 
several phases of media production.  Students will learn the principles, 
techniques, and procedures of creating a variety of productions for 
broadcast.  Students will gain experience in media program 
development, planning, producing, editing and evaluating.  

Students learn how television, film and web based content is 
produced and then create it themselves through a hands-on process.  In 
the pre-production procedure students learn about the art of storytelling 
through critique and practice.  In the production procedure students 
emulate the professional experience for both field and studio 
productions.  Utilizing HD cameras, professional microphones, and 
professional lighting techniques students will create digital stories to be 
remembered.   Students will also learn the art and use of Green Screen 
technology. They will develop stories through the use of leading 
industry software Final Cut Pro Studio and NewTek Tricaster. These 
professional tools are taught through class discussions, video tutorials, 
trade magazine articles and fun, relevant projects completed during 
class time.
